Abstract: What does it mean to create an imaginative world from the culture’s most disenfranchised subjects? How does art and literature convey better than other modes the deeply personal nature of experience, particularly where individuals have left few records behind? Debbie Lee will engage these questions through a reading of William Wordsworth’s poetry and the historical records on 18th-century London’s single mothers.
Debbie Lee is a professor at Washington State University where she teaches literature and writing. She is author of three books, three editions, and numerous articles on the British Romantic period. She is currently working on two essays about London’s single mothers and a nonfiction book about the American West.
